Dear Members, 
 

We have completed 30 years of our endeavor for development of the society. I really express my 

gratitude to all of you to have faith in me and accepting me, as the Director of the organization, for 
such a long time. Your support had been an integral part of the journey that we made across every 

project, initiative we took for the upliftment of the society. 
 
 

Riding along the path of mass awareness program we received huge applaud from our 

stakeholders and donors. The feedback provided by them was encouraging and they also displayed 
positive response of the campaign conducted. This in turn boosted the morale of our field workers 

to deliver the best and to their utmost capacitance. The more we delved into the issues the more 

we felt the need for it. 
 
 

We moved a step further in combating HIV/AIDS disease. We launched a mass sensitization 

programme throughout the slums of Delhi with support from Delhi State Aids Control Society 
(DSACS). Similar programmes continued in the villages of Bhojpur, Gopalganj, West Champaran 

& Muzaffarpur in Bihar. These programmes encompassed much of the elements from IEC like

It gave me sense of satisfaction and 

quench to educate the slum dwellers & villagers regarding the same. We partnered also with other 

NGOôs to achieve the mission in unison. We felt the urgent need of empowering women in the 
community especially those who are socially and economically backward. In this continuation we 

organized the seminar at Patna, Bihar with the help of our centre at Patna (RCE). The speakers in 

the seminars were prominent personalities from social sector, academics and from the government. 

The seminar provided with valuable inputs how to steer our campaign to achieve this mission. We 
conducted a vocational training programme for self empowerment and sustainability, where we 

saw good participation. We are working in this area to further expand the programme so that 

beneficiary would be more. 
 

 

Our theatre group i.e.Rangashree (Repertory) Theatre Group (RRTG) conducted workshops for 
children, youths & women. It enacted plays based on socio-political issues including electoral 

reforms, peopleôs plight & rights, caste & communal harmony, environment etc in Delhi, 

Jharkhand & Bihar with the assistance of Steel Authority of India Ltd., SNA, under Ministry of 

Culture, Govt of India and  SKP under Government of Delhi. The focus was to sensitize the 
masses especially the youths. The message, delivered through these plays was widely accepted by 

the audience or target group. The plays were enacted both by the professional artists and amateurs 

who were sensitized first before the final play so as to maximize the level of impact.  
 

 

We are aligning our workforce and programme to reach the grass root level of the society. Our 
interaction with village institution and other local bodies is helping us to conduct the programme 

for collective development of the society.

Educational Programme & Literacy Campaign in JJ Clusters of South-West 
Delhi: 
 

Education is integral and indispensable for any society to flourish and grow. The reason 
why government and other voluntary agencies are putting every effort to give formal or 
informal education to those who could not make it to formal education system needs no 
explanation. Our area of operation was J J Clusters of South-West Delhi. Our team of 
devoted workforce, taught 147 such children working in slum areas of Dwarka & Matiyala.  
 

Rangashreeôs IEC team organized street plays to generate awareness, imbue the feeling 
and need of education among them. Migrant labors constituted the majority of the 
population in these areas who are iterant in their nature. Their children are often deprived 
of education or school due to poverty and their nature of transition.  
 

Rangashree also organized a workshop for confidence building of young children through 
plays and activities aimed to trigger the quench of education.

During the implementation of the programme we conducted Munadi one day before the due 
date of IEC Campaign using loudspeakers and drums, posted all the stickers at conspicuous 
locations in the cluster area at eye level during Munadi itself.  
 
 

The programme started with street plays which saw huge viewership. The message delivered 
was loud and explicit. The message was primarily delivered through a well written play which 
was meant to sensitize the masses about the AIDS. The play helped them to shed the 
inhibitions and further enquire about the disease and its effects. 
 

 

A counseling sessions was followed after street plays. There were two separate counseling 
sessions conducted in parallel for both men and women. It was aimed to remove the myths, 
educate them about AIDS. The slum dwellers participated with full determination to fight 
against the disease. People were given the list of VCCTCs and Community Care Homes 
stated by DSACS. 
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Contraceptives like condoms 
were also distributed to all 
the visitors thronging our 
stalls to promote the use of 
contraceptive. A film on HIV 
/AIDS was also broadcasted 
to supplement our message 
to the residents. Though 
DSACS had not mentioned 
in our TOR to provide 
separate counselors for 
males and females we 
provided separate 
counselors keeping in view 
the inhibitions of the target 
group.

There 
are cases from Muzaffarpur that the migrant workers from this area came from metros and 
gifted HIV/AIDS to their wives. Anganwadi and the Asha workers were motivated to take up 
the task of sensitizing the women and adolescent girls about these deadly diseases.
